Seeking Christian Education Director 
and Youth Director— The Servant Lead-
ership Team (SLT), through the Staff-Parish 
Work Group and in consultation with Pas-
tor Duane plan to hire for two openings on 
the church staff: Director of Christian Edu-
cation (at 12-15 hours/week) and Youth 
Director (at 10 hours per week). If interest-
ed, please contact Pastor Duane or the 
church office.  
Hayley Winkler is leaving her position as 
Christian education director on June 14 to 
pursue music education and student 
teaching in that field. Brenda Lint is leaving 
the youth director position on May 1 to 
follow her husband, the Rev. Paul Lint, 
who has been appointed pastor of Spear-
fish United Methodist Church in South Da-
kota. These two positions could be held by 
the same or different persons. Generally, 
the Christian education director works 12-
15 hours a week to help provide a positive 
learning environment in the church so that 
all can experience God’s love and grow 
closer and deeper in commitment to the 
Lord. Among the qualifications are a strong 
belief in Jesus Christ and respect for Unit-
ed Methodist theology and practice, 
strong organizational, administrative, and 
leadership skills. A degree in some type of 
education or some experience in the field 
is preferred, but not required. 

The youth director works 10 hours per 
week building young disciples for Christ by 
developing and implementing a compre-
hensive approach to youth ministry. That 
person will also serve as a spiritual leader 
and role model in the areas of group build-
ing, worship, discipleship, mission, and 
outreach. 

Qualifications for that position include em-
bracing Christian discipleship and United 
Methodist doctrine and theology. We are 
also looking for someone with an ability to 
work effectively with youth, diverse indi-
viduals, and teams of volunteers. Skills in 

communication and computers are helpful. 
For full job descriptions, see the church 
office. The positions report to the pastor and 
are evaluated by the Servant Leadership 
Team through the Staff-Parish Work Group 
in consultation with the pastor. 

Wesley Acres Spring Work Day April 
27—Volunteers are welcome to join the     
Epworth youth in a work day at Wesley Acres 
Camp and Retreat Center on Saturday, April 
27 from 10 am to 4 pm. 
There will be inside work and outside work. 
Volunteers are asked to dress appropriately. 
Lunch will be provided. 

CROP Walk for World Hunger April 
24—The 44th annual Valley City CROP Walk 
for Hunger is set for Wednesday, April 24 at 
7 pm on the Jefferson school mile. Walkers 
may start collecting pledges and making do-
nations now. See Michelle Grebel for pledge 
and donor forms.  
Eighty percent of the money raised goes to 
fight hunger around the world and the re-
maining 20 percent remains in the local com-
munity in a distribution to the Barnes County 
Food Pantry, the Hi-Liner Food Pantry at Val-
ley City Public Junior/Senior High, and the 
Valley City State University Food Pantry. In 
2023, more than $7,200 was raised for this 
cause. 

The CROP Walk is a nationwide movement 
sponsored by Church World Service to raise 
funds to end hunger and poverty in the Unit-
ed States and around the world. Now there 
are more than 500 communities across the 
United States that participate. Valley City’s 
participation in this event started in 1981 
with the help of the Rev. Wayne McKirdy 
and     others.  

New Summer Service Time— The   Serv-
ant Leadership Team has decided to move 
the Sunday service time to 9:30 am for the 
summer, with coffee fellowship to follow at 
10:30 am. This schedule will begin on May 
26 and continue until September 8.
